From child hunger to obesity: Brazil's new health scourge Daniele Bassi
May 19, 2014

Since it was established in 1982, the Brazilian NGO Pastoral da Crianga used
weight to ascertain whetherba child was unhealthy. Recently, that had to change
when they started to see more and more obesity in poor communities. “As we started
noticing some children wereoverweight, we had to change our practices entirely,”
says nutritionist Paula Pizzatto. “Now height and the BMI [body mass index] are
also taken into consideration.”

When Pastoral da Crianga first started its work, malnutrition and lack of basic
childcare werethe cause of high infant mortality rates — 8.3% in 1980. By engaging
and training commu-nity leaders to carry out regular isits to local families, the
organisation encouraged more breastfeeding and prenatal care. At the same time,
the government’s zero hunger programme took millions of Brazilians out of extreme
poverty and more than halved the rates of childmortality. According to the World
Food Programme, hunger affects only 6.9% of Brazil’'spopulation now. However,
these impressive statistics do not mean that most Brazilians are he-althy. The last
figures released by the health ministry show that 51% of country’s population are
overweight and one in three children age five to nine is overweight.

A cash transfer scheme called Bolsa familia allowed many who were once
excluded from the free market to become consumers. “Parents who were
undernourished as children cannow put a bottle of Coca-Cola on their tables. It is a
matter of status. They feel proud,” says Pizzato.

Companies quickly understood there was a market of new consumers to explore.
Door-to-door selling of affordable products as well as tailor-made payment options
allowed slum dwel-lers and remote communities to get food without travelling to the
supermarket, so processed products became more accessible than fresh fruit and
vegetables. Most people in the poorest communities in Brazil are under-educated,
making them more vulnerable to advertising. For instance, Nestle’s floating
supermarket navigates the Amazon with a powerful market cam- paign that claims to
“offer access to nutrition, health and wellbeing to the remote communityof the north
region”. But it mainly sells yoghurts, ice cream and chocolate. “Quality of thefood
is now more of an issue than access toit,” says Arnoldo de Campos, secretary for
the National Secretariat for Food and Nutritional Security. “We still have a small
fraction of people that don’t have access to food, in isolated rural areas or indigenous
communities, but themost serious problem now is obesity.”

IF YOU CAN’T MASTER ENGLISH, TRY GLOBISH
PARIS — It happens all the time: during an airport delay the man to the left, a Korean
perhaps,starts talking to the man opposite, who might be Colombian, and soon they are
chatting away inwhat seems to be English. But the native English speaker sitting between
them cannot understanda word.

They don’t know it, but the Korean and the Colombian are speaking Globish, the latest
additionto the 6,800 languages that are said to be spoken across the world. Not that its
inventor, Jean-Paul Nerriére, considers it a proper language.

“It is not a language, it is a tool,” he says. “A language is the vehicle of a culture. Globish
doesn’t want to be that at all. It is a means of communication.”

Nerriere doesn’t see Globish in the same light as utopian efforts such as Kosmos, Volapuk,
Novial orstaunch Esperanto. Nor should it be confused with barbaric Algol (for Algorithmic
language). It isa sort of English lite: a means of simplifying the language and giving it rules
so it can be understoodby all.

Tuesday’s 7.3-magnitude quake killed at least 110 people.

It came as Nepal was reeling from the devastating 7.8-magnitude earthquake of 25
Aprilwhich killed more than 8,000 people and injured many more.

The editor of the Nepal Times, Kunda Dixit, said the helicopter wreckage was
found56km (35 miles) from Kathmandu.

US Army Lieutenant General John Wissler said it was “unlikely” any survivors
would be found at the site, which he said was in dense forest near the village of
Charikot at anelevation of 3,352m (11,000 feet).

The helicopter went missing in the hours after the second quake.

Although the cause of the crash is not yet known, a nearby Indian helicopter
heard radiochatter about a possible fuel problem, said Steve Warren, a US Army
colonel.

The marines had been working in the vicinity of Charikot, a village that was hit




hard bythe first quake, a spokesman for the US Pacific Command said.

The helicopter had been flying from Kathmandu airport as part of the US
OperationSahayogi Haat, which means “helping hand” in Nepali.

More than a dozen US military aircraft have been deployed to help carry out
deliveries toareas cut off by the earthquakes.

Two Nepalese army helicopters were deployed in the search for the missing
UH-1YHuey helicopter, as well as 400 troops on the ground.

Feeling sore? A new study suggests holding your breath can ease the pain of an
injury. Butthis trick only works if you were expecting pain in the first place, so here
are seven other easy

—and scientifically sound — ways to relieve your suffering the next time you have an
unfortu-nate encounter with a hammer, drawer or door.

1. Reach for the perfume

The sweet scent of roses is enough to cheer anyone up, but pleasant smells also seem
to reducethe intensity of a painful stimulus — for women, at least. In a 2002 study,
female volunteers had their hands submerged in painfully hot water, and reported
less pain when exposed topleasant aromas, such as flowers or almonds. When
asked to sniff vinegar, however, the wo- men’s pain got worse. The effect didn’t
seem to work in male volunteers.

2.Curse like a sailor

If your first response to a stubbed toe is to swear loudly, that's no bad thing, according
to rese-arch by a team at Keele University, UK. They found that people were better
able to deal withthe pain of having their hand submerged in icy water when they
swore, perhaps because the bad language triggers a hormonal response that lessens
pain. Unfortunately it doesn’t seem towork so well in people who already swear a
lot.

3. Pick a pretty picture

Penchant for Picasso? Boticelli's biggest fan? A team of researchers at the University
of Bariin Italy found that showing people pictures they found beautiful reduced the
pain they feltwhen a laser burned their hands, and seemed to reduce activity in
the brain regions that normally process pain.

4.Cross your arms

Simply crossing one arm over the other has been found to reduce the perceived
intensity ofa painful laser to the back of the hand. The researchers behind the study,
based at University College London, think that putting your limbs in unfamiliar
positions essentially muddlesthe brain and disrupts the pain signal.

5. Listen to music

It's well known that the right music can heal a broken heart, but it also seems to soothe
phy- sical pain. People receiving dental treatment are less likely to ask for
anesthetic if they can watch music videos during the procedure, while people
experiencing pain after cancer surgerycan cope better if they are played ambient
music.




6. Fall in love

It makes the world brighter and food taste better — but being in love can also ease
your pain. Just looking at a picture of your loved one can reduce the intensity of
holding a pain- fully hot block. But it has to be real love — pictures of other attractive
people don’t have any effect.

7.Touch yourself

In 2010, neuroscientists at University College London found that people were
better able towithstand increasing heat applied to their fingers when they touched
their heated hand withtheir other hand. The team says that self-touch reduced the
perceived level of heat by 64 percent — perhaps adopting the fontal position during
stomach cramps makes sense after all.

CONHECIMENTO PREVIO E PREDICAO

claro que elasséo diferentes.

O conhecimento prévio diz respeito a utilizacdo de todo e
gualquer co-nhecimento e experiéncias anteriores que o leitor tenha
internalizado ou vivido, e que possa utilizar esses conhecimentos no
momento da compreensdo do texto. Esse conhecimento pode ser usado
para: antecipar informagdes no texto que sera lido, ou seja, antes mesmo de
ler o texto completo, inferir 0 que podera ser dito ou a que serefere o
material escrito somente com a leitura do titulo; possibilitar a leitura do que
esta além das linhas do texto, indo mais a fundo do que esta explicito
textualmente econseguir ver as marcas implicitas.

Por exemplo: quando se é perguntado “Is it cold outside?”, podemos
inferir implicitamente que o informante ndo apenas quer saber se esta ou
nao frio 1a fora,mas também que ele pretende sair, e que, caso estiver frio,
ele vestiria um agasalho. O conhecimento prévio ao qual nossas experiéncias
vividas nos expuseram (ndo sair sem agasalho no frio) permite que
entendamos a intencdo da frase, a fim de respon- dé-la adequadamente.

O
leitor que possui 0 conheci-mento compreende que o heréi é Cristévao
Colombo, as irmés sdo as trés caravelas (Santa Maria, Pinta e Nina), e as
criaturas, os nativos americanos. Sem o conheci-mento prévio, o texto
seria ininteligivel, logo, ndo haveria comunicacdo entre autore leitor.

Ja apredicao é uma previséo do possivel contetdo do texto. Ela
é feitaatravés do conhecimento prévio ja visto antes e também do layout e
dicas tipograficas que serdo vistos adiante. Ou seja, a predicdo é o
processo de tentar relacionar umapequena parte (titulo do texto, imagens,
etc.) com o todo. Por exemplo:

LAYOUT E DICAS TIPOGRAFICAS

Layout é o formato que um texto pode ter, e a identificacdo e o
reconhe-cimento destas formas pode ajudar muito o leitor tanto na leitura
guanto na escrita. Podem-se encontrar varios tipos de textos no vestibular e
no ENEM: cartas, e-mail, noticias, receitas, entrevista, artigos de jornal,
tirinhas, resumo, etc. Ao saber se um texto € uma receita culinaria, pode-se
inferir que ndo tenha narracéo, a linguagem é resumida, objetiva, os verbos
estardo no modo imperativo e a principal ideia do textoé ensinar a fazer uma
determinada receita. Fazendo todas essas reflexées, fica mais facil ler o texto,
porque o olhar do leitor estara voltado para objetos que ele inferiu.

As dicas tipogréaficas estdo relacionadas ao visual do texto,
como: tiposde letras, titulo, subtitulo, figuras, graficos, simbolos, tabelas, etc.
E importante ndo apenas ler o texto escrito, mas também ter a capacidade

de ler as imagens e outrasfiguras, para que a compreenséo do texto fique
completa. As informagdes para a res-posta de determinado enunciado, as
vezes, estdo na prépria figura que acompanha o texto, ou seja, as dicas
tipograficas ajudam o leitor a dar significado a algo que ele ndosaberia, por
falta de vocabulério, caso so fizesse uma leitura do texto. Por exemplo afigura

CONECTORES OU MARCADORES TEXTUAIS

Um bom texto € aquele que € coerente e coeso a0 mesmo tempo,
ou seja, apresenta uma matéria coerente junto com conectivos que vao
ligando essas ideias, sem deixa-las soltas durante o texto.

Para entender um texto, é importante ter em mente os conectores
e mar- cadores textuais. Eles ajudam a compreender o texto e também
a fazer relacdes entre uma oracdo e outra.

Not all advertisements make perfect sense. Not all of them promote or imply
acceptance of social values that everyone would agree are what we should hope for,
in an enlightened and civilized society. Some advertisements appear to degrade our
images of ourselves, our lan- guage, and appear to move the emphasis of interaction
in our society to (even more) consu-merism. There may even be a dark, seamy, or
seedy side to advertising. This is hardly surpri-sing, as our society is indeed a
consumer society, and it is highly capitalistic in the simplest sense. There is no doubt
that advertising promotes a consumer culture, and helps create andperpetuate the
ideology that creates the apparent need for the products it markets.
For our purposes here, none of this matters. Our task is to analyze advertisements,
and to see if we can understand how they do what they do. We will leave the task of
how we inter-pret our findings in the larger social, moral and cultural contexts for
another occasion.
It is often said that advertising is irrational, and, again, that may well be true. But this
is where the crossover between information and persuasion becomes important; an
advertise-ment does not have to be factually informative (but it cannot be factually
misleading).
In a discussion of what kind of benefit an advertisement might offer to a consumer,
Jim Aitchison (1999) provides the following quote from Gary Goldsmith of Lowe &
Partners,New York. It sums up perfectly what it is that one should look for in an
advertisement.
The question posed is “Is advertising more powerful if it offers a rational benefit?” Here
is Goldsmith’s answer: “I don’t think you need to offer a rational benefit. | think you
need tooffer a benefit that a rational person can understand.”
